AKOAOUOEL TO KELHEVO TNG EVNHEPWONG OTA AYYALKA :

Update on the forest fires, from the Deputy Spokesman of the Fire Department

Sunday,23 July 2023

The civil protection forces are still continuously fighting the flames in Rhodes. Since the first
daylight, 10 aircrafts have taken off and are operating consecutively, 10 aircraft and 8
helicopters, of which two coordinating. Regarding the ground forces, 266 firefighters, 16 teams
of infantry departments, 49 firefighting water vehicles, as well as hundreds of volunteers who
support the efforts of the firefighters are operating on the frontlines.

The contribution of the international missions is crucial. Under the instructions of the Greek
Fire Brigade, 31 Slovak firefighters with 4 water vehicles along with 2 aircrafts from France, 2
from Turkey and 1 from Croatia are operating in the field.

A total of 6 SMS have been sent by the general secretariat of Civil Protection for preventive
organized evacuations which were completed safely during the night for the residents and
foreign visitors staying in hotels in the area in mind.

According to the first estimates of the Greek police, the precautionary evacuation involved
approximately 19,000 people.

This is the largest undertaking of safe transport of residents and tourists that has ever been
carried out in Greece.

In particular, as of yesterday only, those who lived in the settlements: Kiotari, Gennadi, Pylona,
Laerma, Lardo, Lindos, Kalathos, Malona, Asklipieio, Pefkoi, Massari, Haraki as well as tourists
from hotels in these areas moved away to safe areas.

According to the Greek Emergency Aid Center and the 2nd health district, nine people with
respiratory problems came to the health facilities, they were given first aid and left. A person
with a fall fracture during the evacuation of the hotel and a pregnant woman who is in good
health and is being monitored remain in hospital.

The Minister of Tourism, Olga Kefalogianni is heading to the island.

Personnel of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs are already moving to Rhodes to install, starting
today at 5 pm, inside the International Airport of Rhodes, a Help Desk to facilitate, in
cooperation with the relevant Embassies, the timely departure of visitors who have lost their
travel documents.

Early in the morning, a government task force held a meeting with the South Aegean Region
and co-competent authorities.
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Regarding the material damage, on-site records of the Fire Department in the village of Laerma
show that there were no disasters, except for some limited damage to abandoned buildings
around the settlement.

At this moment, all the Civil Protection forces are making a great effort to save the Asklipieio
settlement.

From the first moment of the fire, we operate with all air and ground forces with our primary
goal of protecting human life, safeguarding the property of our fellow citizens as well as
mitigating the effects on our forest wealth.

Regarding the fire in Western Attica, a rekindling was immediately controlled, which was
created at the Karaouli location by ground forces and two helicopters.

In addition, ground and air forces are currently moving to Karystos in order to deal with 3
different fire outbreaks.

Even today, extreme weather conditions prevail throughout the country which, according to
the forecast of the National Meteorological Service, are formed by the explosive mixture of
very high temperatures expected to reach 45 degrees Celsius, below 15% humidity and strong
winds.

Maximum attention is required from all of us to avoid the occurrence of even the smallest fire,
which, due to extreme climatic conditions, can develop into a huge natural disaster and
threaten human lives.

At the same time as the fires, fire brigades have moved to the two hundred and fifth kilometer
of the perimeter of Patras - Pyrgos upstream to Athens, to extricate people after part of the
bridge detached.

For any development there will be a newer update.
