Humanitarian Challenges and Disaster Preparedness

Greece and the United States acknowledged the long-term challenges posed by
climate change, particularly the recent wildfires across the Mediterranean region, and
committed to establishing a new Strategic Dialogue pillar on Humanitarian Challenges
and Disaster Preparedness. Greece highlighted its resolve to confront these challenges
by showcasing the creation of its new Ministry on Climate and Civil Protection. Greece
and the United States underscored their commitment to develop stronger ties between
their respective agencies responsible for disaster prevention-preparedness and
resilience building, including wildfire response and recovery. Greece thanked the U.S.
for providing a P-8 Poseidon aircraft to assist Greece in fighting historic wildfires and
welcomes a U.S. assessment team which is on the ground in Greece to assist in post-
fire recovery. Greece expressed interest in capacity building related to fire suppression
and organizational disaster management to tackle acute crises. Over the longer-term,
Greece emphasized the importance of soil stabilization, erosion control, and
reforestation. Greece and the United States discussed the importance of an
implementation plan for future training and agreed to begin working level
consultations.
